SUBMARINES LOST DURING THE MONTH OF FEBRUARY

USS Shark | (SS-174) February 11, Lost while on her 15t War Patrol.
1942 She was the 1°* US submarine sunk
by enemy surface craft in the Pacific.
She was most likely sunk by depth
charges. Lost with 59 officers and

men.
USS Amberjack (SS 219) February 26, Lost while on her 3™ War Patrol.
1943 While off Rabaul, she was attacked

by a Japanese patrol plane, attacked
by a torpedo boat and then depth
charged by a sub-chaser. Lost with
72 officers and men.

USS Grayback (SS 208) February 27, Lost while on her 10" War Patrol.
1944 She appears to have been caught on
the surface in the East China Sea by
a Japanese carrier plane whose
bombs made a direct hit. During this
war patrol she sank 4 ships totaling
21,594 tons and was tied for 11" in
the number of enemy ships sunk.
Lost with 80 officer and men.

USS Trout (SS-202) February 29, Lost while on her 11" War Patrol.
1944 She was sunk by escorts in the
middle of the Philippines Basin after
sinking a passenger-cargo ship and
damaging another in a convoy. Lost
with 79 officers and men. In
February 1942 she carried two tons
of gold bullion out of Corredgidor.

USS Barbel (SS-316) February 4, Lost while on her 3™ War Patrol. She
1945 was bombed near the Southern
enterance of the Palawan Passage.
Lost with 81 officers and men.
